	Office of the President:

The President of ICTR is the Hon. Judge Dennis C. M. Byron (St. Kitts and Nevis). The three Trial Chambers and the Appeals Chamber are composed of judges elected by the General Assembly from a list submitted by the Security Council. The role of the Judges is to decide, produce and amend the Rules of Procedure and Evidence, to participate in the coordination of the activities of the three Organs of the Tribunal, and finally to refer cases to it’s national jurisdictions, etc.
Office of the Prosecutor (OTP):
The Prosecutor of the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda is Mr. Hassan Bubacar Jallow. OTP is responsible for investigating and prosecuting all cases before the Tribunal as well as transfer cases to national jurisdictions.

Office of the Registrar:
The Registrar of the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda is Mr. Adama Dieng. The Registry is responsible for the overall administration and management of the Tribunal and among them: recruitment of staff. Detention, enforcement of sentences and assignment of counsel; management of documents, archives and library as well as the programme for witnesses, victims.
